	4. EMOTIONAL NEGLECT: This type of neglect involves the failure to meet a child's emotional needs. It includes lack of affection, attention, and emotional support and may involve adult behaviours and goals, such as work commitments, substance misuse or domestic abuse, being put before those of the child. On the contrary, it may involve children receiving excessive pressure to achieve academically and socially. Emotional neglect can severely impact a child's mental health and development.
